7645.  MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING - The minutes of the last Parish Council meeting, on Monday 17th July, 2006 were circulated and accepted as a true record. 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – The Chairman closed the meeting for Public Participation and introduced Dr. E. Barratt who spoke about the privatisation of the NHS.  2 members of the public asked questions about highways issues.

1. Clumber Street, Warsop – the street is too narrow for two way traffic, lorries continually crash into Clumber Pets and come out of the car park onto Clumber Street.

2. Wood Lane, Church Warsop – Motorists are not slowing down to 30mph coming onto Wood Lane. It was also mentioned that there is fly-tipping and dog fouling issues on the footpath at the side of Wood Lane. 

THE MEETING WAS RECONVENED - The Chairman closed Public Participation and reconvened the meeting.

It was agreed to send a letter of support for the BMX track to help with funding bids.

1. Cllr. J. Allin reported that he is trying to get Clumber Street as one way only, to come in off Sherwood Street, then the pavements to the shops could be widened making it easier for lorries.  He asked for the Parish Council’s support to help him achieve this. It was agreed.

2. Cllr. J. Allin reported that he has a walkabout meeting soon with Gordon Albery, NCC Highways Manager and will discuss all highways issues with him. The wardens could help with the fly-tipping and dog fouling.

Cllr. V. Jennings suggested inviting Peter Thom or Gordon Albery to a future meeting to discuss the Highways issues in the Parish. 

7646.  CRIME AND DISORDER - Crime and disorder was discussed, a copy of an email from Insp Sam Wilson was given to each member which highlighted the increase in distraction breaks whilst the travellers were with us. Senior Warden, Richard Townsley introduced himself, he spoke of the changes in shift patterns for the Wardens and their extended area.  MDC have produced 2,500 leaflets about Mark & Sam and their duties to be delivered in Warsop and asked if the Parish Council would pay for them to be delivered with the Warsop News.  It was agreed.  Sam, the new Warden for Warsop introduced himself and commented that he was settling in well.  The situation of the travellers on the Carrs was discussed and it was suggested that a letter to John Mann MP with a copy to Alan Meale MP asking for legislation to evict travellers immediately.

Spion Kop was discussed and it was agreed that the Parish Council send a letter to MDC Planning in support of the development.  Cllr. J. Kerr suggested that himself and a couple of Councillors should go round Spion Kop with a petition, working with Fay Wood. The Chairman and Cllr. V. Jennings offered to go with him. It was agreed.

3. 35/37 High Street, Warsop – Change of use from shops to 2 dwellings and 2 storey extension. 

4. Land adj Clumber Villa, Clumber St – Outline app for 4 dwellings (including details of siting and access).

5. 29 North St, Warsop Vale – Proposed extension and install lift. 

6. 4 Caunton Close, Meden Vale – Balcony to front elevation (amendment).

7. 33 Hammerwater Drive – Attached garage to side.

8. 54 Hamilton Drive – Car port and conservatory.

9. 9 Greendale Close – 2 storey side extension.

7648.  MEDEN SWIMMING BATHS – The Business Plan Meeting was cancelled due to lack of support the next WLSP meeting will be held on 2nd October.
7649.  TREES – ROBIN HOOD AVENUE - The Clerk recently spoke to Karen Newnan, Network Rail who has sent out another investigator. Network Rail have now agreed to take out all the trees.  The Clerk and Cllr. B. Smith have informed most of the residents who are in favour of the work taking place. Work is to be completed before the end of the year and will start after leaf fall and will take approximately 2 weeks.  Karen will liaise with the Clerk who will in turn inform the residents of any progress.
7650.  DERELICT BUILDING AT SIDE OF TOWN - A meeting took place to discuss the derelict building at the side of the Town Hall with Elizabeth Sanders, Property Services, NCC, the Chairman, Vice-Chair, Cllr. J. Allin, Cllr. J. Kerr and the Clerk.

NCC have no objections to the Parish Council taking over the derelict buildings but would like them to also consider taking over the lease of the Town Hall and its buildings but there needs to be more meetings to determine the financial aspects, maintenance of the building and the future of the Town Hall before any decisions can be made. A meeting is to be arranged with Halina Kochanowski, the Centre Manager for the Town Hall as soon as possible, then the matter is to be deferred to the next F&GP meeting for further discussion.
7651.  CEMETERY - A copy of a letter from Sally Curtis, Registrar of Cemeteries was given to each member. Although tentative enquiries have been made to WAVES as to the feasibility of them being able to do the work, the Parish Council have not made any decision to take over the grass maintenance as they are still waiting to hear from MDC what the allocated budget is and the specifications for the grass maintenance. Until this information is made available a decision cannot be made to move this forward or go out to tender for the work. 
7652. PLAY AREA AT TOP OF APPLETON STREET – This has now been tidied and the vegetation cut down. The waste ground up Mount Crescent was discussed and the Warsop NMT are looking to turn it into a play area. A Residents Association will be formed to take the project forward.

7653.  WARSOP AND DISTRICT NEWS - The Clerk told the meeting that the November edition of the Warsop & District News is almost finished but is desperate for deliverers and she asked the Councillors if they would ask around. Cllr. J. Kerr said he may know of someone for Warsop and Cllr. R. Morton said he would try to find someone for Meden Vale.

7654.  PARISH PLAN - The Parish Plan was discussed and is to be an addition to the Community Action Plan 2000, looking at the projects that didn’t come to fruition and a meeting is to be arranged.  
7655. UNEMPLOYMENT CENTRE OFFICE - Cllr. D. Priest asked if it would be possible to have an unemployment office in Warsop, the Parish Council agreed to try.  The Vice-Chair told the meeting of facilities for job finding are to be made available at Surestart.
7656. CHARTER 88 - The Sustainable Communities Bill was discussed and it was agreed to give more support to this.

Morton told the meeting that they had won the silver award for Meden Vale in Bloom, they have also been award the Green Pennant Award. It was suggested a letter of congratulations be sent to Meden Vale 2000.  It was agreed.
7661.   WARSOP AREA ASSEMBLY – Minutes were circulated for information only.

7662.  WPRA/TOWN CENTRE GROUP - Minutes were circulated for information only. 

Christmas lights were discussed and with the new legislation it is doubtful that Warsop will have any lights this year, the cost to comply with the new Health & Safety regulations is going to be in the region of £14,000.  
7663.  NOTTINGHAMSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL – Cllr. J. Allin gave a report for NCC, he confirmed that the work on the War Memorial would be completed before Remembrance Sunday, under BBC. It was also reported from the Cllr. J. Kerr the Chairman of WNMT that Warsop had won 1st prize of £5,000 in the NCC’s  re-cycling competition which is to be spent on children’s facilities. 

7664.  MANSFIELD DISTRICT COUNCIL – As Cllr. A. Wetton was absent there was no report for MDC.
