7725. MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING - The minutes of the last Parish Council meeting, on Monday 15th January 2007 were circulated and accepted as a true record. 

7726. STANDARDS BOARD – Mrs Sheila Ormerod, Chairman of the Standards Committee gave a short talk on the role of the Standards Board, she advised the meeting that a new local code of conduct was to be introduced in the near future and answered questions from Councillors. The Chairman thanked Mrs. Oemerod and Cllr. Birkin for attending and thanked Mrs. Ormerod for an interesting talk about the Standards Board.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 

1. Adrian Hardy, Carnival Committee gave an update on progress of the Carnival and the programme of events which will appear in the next edition of W&DN

2. A member of the public told the meeting of problems with youth on Short Street/George Street. The Clerk gave her a contact list of the Neighbourhood Policing Team. And motorists taking off the corner of Short Street and speeding. She also bought attention to the issue of disabled access on the Carrs from the bridge end, her motorised scooter does not fit through gateway which is in place to stop motorbikes.

THE MEETING WAS RECONVENED

7727. MATTERS ARISING OUT OF PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – The Chairman to take the matters forward.  Cllr. J. Allin to report the traffic issues. The Chairman also thanked Adrian for keeping the Parish Council updated with the Carnival.

7728. REVISED MODEL CODE OF CONDUCT – Each member received a letter and Cllr. B. Smith is to read the revised model and pass it on to each member. The Chairman told members that the Parish Council are to adopt the revised model when it has been finalised.

7729.  CRIME AND DISORDER – In the absence of PC Bacon and the Wardens, the Clerk read out a report from PC Bacon highlighting the issues with youth ASB and the policing team will be concentrating on Church Warsop, Meden Vale and Warsop Vale as the problems had moved out of Warsop. She told members that Mark and Sam had received the Mayor’s Commendation in acknowledgment and appreciation of service above and beyond the call of duty and their commitment to making Warsop a safer place to live. It was suggested that a letter of congratulations and recognition of their commitment to Warsop be sent from the Parish Council.

7731. SWIMMING BATHS – The Clerk reported on the recent meeting of the WLSP, the new swimming pool will be built within the new re-build of Meden School with outside funding.

7732. TOWN HALL – A meeting has been arranged for tomorrow at the Town Hall with Elizabeth Sanders, Corporate Property, NCC, Christina White, Property Services, MDC , Cllr. John Allin and the Clerk.  A report of this meeting to be presented at the next F&GP meeting.

7733.  WARSOP NMT & WARSOP YOUTH COUNCIL

Cllr. J. Kerr, Chair of the Warsop Neighbourhood Management Team (NMT) gave a brief report and told members that they were preparing for new funding commencing April 2007, the work to upgrade BMX track to Olympic standard started today and training for the Youth Council would take place at their next meeting.

7734.  WARSOP AND DISTRICT NEWS - The Clerk told the meeting that the March edition of the Warsop & District News will be out on Wednesday with the front page being dedicated to the Carnival, she also told members that a review of costing for the design of the paper needed to be discussed.  The Chairman deferred this to the next F&GP meeting, which he set for next Tuesday and invited all members.

7735. WARSOP WAR MEMORIAL – The Clerk told the meeting that she had been advised by Neil Hodgson, NCC, that works would commence on 12th March by MDC.  The area around the Cenotaph is to be re-paved, the surrounding wall to be re-built and new railings to be added to the wall.  She also read out an e-mail from Barry O’Sullivan, MDC who is also looking at Warsop Vale Memorial to a view of moving it further away from the road, cleaning it and landscaping the area and it would be included as part of a parks improvement scheme at some time in the future.

7736. WARSOP CEMETARY – The Clerk told members that the complaints procedure was now being monitored by herself and Sally Curtis and seemed to be working well, many of the complaints would not be addressed by the Parish Council if they did take over the grass maintenance, as they were to do with issues with kerb stones, grave stones etc.

7737.  PUBLIC MEETING, ROAD HUMPS IN WARSOP – The Chairman announced that there was a meeting being held by John Mann MP regarding the speed humps in Warsop at the Oaklands on Friday at 6pm, he urged all Councillors to be there.

7738. TRAFFIC ISSUES AT WARSOP VALE – Ronnie Ashett at the Malcolm Sargison Resource Centre bought to the Clerk’s attention motorists speeding through the village and proposes to join the Community Speed Watch Scheme she has a willing volunteer to be trained by the police and has asked for the Parish Council’s support.  It was agreed unanimously to support the scheme.

7739. EXTERNAL AUDITOR – The Chairman read out a letter from the audit commission advising that they proposes to extend the appointment of UHY Hacker Young as auditor to Warsop Parish Council for the financial year 2006/07.  No objections were raised as members were pleased with the audit service received in previous years.

7741.  CORRESPONDENCE

Thank you letters – The Clerk read out a letter from The Oaklands thanking the previous Chairman, Cllr. John Kerr for donating his Chairman’s Allowances of £250.00 and a letter from Meden Vale the Future thanking the Parish Council for their section 137 payment of £100.00.
7742.  MEDEN VALLEY MAKING PLACES – Each member received a copy of an 

update, Cllr. J.  Kerr commented that the demolition was happening very quickly.

7743.  MEDEN VALE 2000 – No minutes received – no meeting held.

7744.  WARSOP AREA ASSEMBLY – Minutes not received in time for meeting.

7745.  WPRA/TOWN CENTRE GROUP – Minutes received for information only. Cllr. J. Allin commented that the new lighting for the Bainbridge Road area is incomplete and he will look into when it would be finished.

7746.  NOTTINGHAMSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL

Cllr. J. Allin reported that he has been looking at various highways issues in the Parish, one concern being to lower the speed limit down Forest Road into Warsop, he also spoke on the issues of the road humps on Sherwood Street and reported that NCC have agreed to take out the chicanes and possibly some of the humps but their legal department will not agree to take them all out.  Cllr. B. Smith commented that the humps do work but it is the type of humps on Sherwood Street that are causing the problems and if humps are to come out then another traffic calming measure needs to go in its place.  Cllr. J. Allin also reported that he is looking into the financing of Meden under 5’s and that a new footpath up Cuckney Hill has been adopted. 

7747.  MANSFIELD DISTRICT COUNCIL – The Chairman told the meeting that himself, Cllr. J. Kerr and The Clerk had recently attended an elections session at the Civic Centre and now has the dates for election procedures, each member was given a copy and The Clerk will place a notice in the Parish Council notice box outside the Town Hall, nomination packs will be available from MDC from the 6th March.  There was some confusion as to the percentage of elected members needed to become a Quality Status Parish Council, originally it was 80% but 100% was mentioned recently.  The Clerk is to clarify this with NALC.  Cllr. A. Wetton commented on an article which recently appeared in the CHAD which slighted Councillors as not taking their duties seriously by not bothering to turn up for meetings, he stated that this was not the case and if members were unable to turn up is was for valid reasons. 

7748.  DATE OF NEXT MEETING 

The date of the next meeting was set for Monday 19th March, 2007 – The Annual Parish Meeting.
